The students of the History Club have been helping with the   cura-

8th Graders will be taking their PLAN Tests tomorrow,     

November 5th.  These tests will help prepare our students 

for their college entrance ACT tests. 
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Each of us knows someone who has been hit 
by the H1N1 or Swine Flu recently.  At Hul-
strom, we are taking as many precautions as 
we can to decrease the spread.  Parents are 
doing their part by helping their kids get the 
rest they need, eating right, staying vigilant to 
the signs of illness, and keeping kids home 
when necessary.   

In addition to these precautions, the CDC 
has increased distribution of the H1N1 vac-
cines and widened the priority groups.  The 
following information is answers from the Tri-
County Health Department to some Fre-
quently Asked Questions about this virus:  

Who should get vaccinated first against 
H1N1?  Priority groups include: ÅPregnant 
Women  

ÅHealthcare Workers 

ÅParents/Caregivers to children < 6 mos old 

ÅChildren & young adults 6 mos to 24 years  

ÅAdults 25-64 years with chronic medical 
conditions that put them at higher risk for 
developing flu-related complications. 

Is the H1N1 Vaccine Safe?  The H1N1 vac-
cine is made the same way the normal sea-
sonal flu vaccine is made.  We do not expect 

that there will be any differences in safety.  In clinical 
trials, the most common side effect was redness/
soreness at the injection site. 

Are there different kinds of H1N1 vaccine?  Yes: 

1.FluMist is a nasal spray given to people between 2-
49 years of age, who are not pregnant and who do 
not have certain medical conditions. 

2. Vaccine shots will only be given to those not eligi-
ble for the FluMist. 

How many shots/doses do I need?  Children under 
9 years old will need to get 2 doses at least 28 days 
apart.  People 10 years and older will need a single 
dose of the vaccine. 

Can I get the seasonal flu and H1N1 vaccine at the 
same time?  Yes, as long as one vaccine is in shot 
form. 

I know a lot of people who have been sick.  Isnôt it 
too late to be vaccinated?  Itôs not too late.  People 
get sick at different times.  Studies suggest that only 5
-10% of the population have been affected to date.  
The best protection we have against influenza is vac-
cination.
